- We are dekghted 1o be the reclplent of the time capsule and its contents
recovered on October 31, 2008 from the Cornerstone of the Old Fire House on

the corner of Cook and Central Avenue. The building was built in 1903 and |

used as a firchouse until 1935 when the Hartley Dodge Memorial Building was
dedicated and then subsequently converted into housing for the Madison Health

| Department. Sharp eyes discovered the metal box encased in the cornerstone, as
| no one knew it existed. , .
There were 80 itcms squeezed into the metal box, each tellmg a small story

about life in Madison at the time. There were also newspapers from 1877 and

_ Certificate of Incorporation documents from 1881 when the Madison Hook and |

Ladder Company was formed. We hope you all had the opportunity to sce the
items from the time capsule on display at the Madison Library during the month
of February.
